Orientation and interaction program on Grievances 
Management was organized by Central NRA Office at 
Dakshikali Municipality on 05 January 2018. Key attendees of 
this program were the locally elected Municipality head and 
deputy head, ward chairperson, ward members and ward 
secretaries. The agendas of the interaction program were as 
follows: 

 To interact with elected representatives of 
Dakshinkali Municipality about achievements of 
reconstruction efforts. 

 To orient on various provisions related to grant 
support provided by government and its release 
processes.  

 To inform about grievances management of the 
reconstruction issues. 

 
The major highlights of the interaction program were as 
follows: 

 Grievances handling committee has been formed at 
each ward level. Gaps and issues related to the 
housing reconstruction needs to be forwarded to 
ward chairperson for proper addressing and actions.  

 The grievances that are raised from ward level should 
be registered at Ward office. Further, files are 
forwarded from ward to central level. 

 Frequent communication is essential among 
beneficiaries and engineers involved along with 
concerned elected representatives to address the 
reconstruction issues raised by beneficiaries. 

 Grievances related to land should be supported by 
proper documents; lack of strong evidences will keep 
the issues in pending stage. DLPIU itself cannot 
forward files of beneficiaries without any proper 
recommendation. 

 There are plenty of inspection mechanisms that are 
cross checking the transactions of NRA’s grant flow to 
beneficiaries, hence proper documents as evidence is 
highly recommended to compile. 

 Beneficiaries, who provide claims of unregistered 
land from ward office through public inquiry deed, 
are provided additional grant of NPR 200000 to buy

land.  

 Beneficiaries with minor non-compliance housing 
cases can secure 2nd tranche through amending the 
housing construction following the Exception and 
Correction manual as recommended, guided and 
inspected by technical personnel.  

 To handle special kinds of land cases such as Guthi, 
Rokka, Parti, Mohi, Talsing, concerned line authorities 
(Ward office, Guthi Corporation, District Land 
Revenue Office etc.) should be consulted with proper 
documents in coordination with Ward Chairperson. 
Further, Justice Committee formed at ward level 
under the chairmanship of elected Ward Chairperson 
is responsible to address the special types of land 
cases. 

Mason training has been organized by DLPIU Kathmandu in 
Mitrapark, Kathmandu from 7-13 January 2017. There are   33 
participants including 1 female mason who are from different 
parts of Nepal and working particularly in Kathmandu .

Objective(s) 
• To inspect the houses that are in reconstruction phase. 

• To provide technical feedbacks to the beneficiaries for earthquake resistant 
construction  

 

Summary 

A visit to Pikhel (ward no 5), Pokhrel Gaun (ward no. 4) and Duwakot (ward no. 1) of 
Changunarayan municipality was conducted on 9 January 2018 along with Monitoring and 
Evaluation Consultant, DLPIU-MoUD, Kathmandu, HRRP Kathmandu team and with DLPIU 
engineer. The reconstruction process of 10 houses were monitored and inspected by the 
team; the technical inputs were provided by M & E consultant to the beneficiaries to carry 
forward to reconstruct houses as well as to secure further grant support from the 
government. Beneficiaries that have nearly completed construction of houses were suggested 
to proceed for 3rd tranche claim, while beneficiaries who have yet not started the construction 
were advised to abide by the government’s deadline of reconstructing the house by Chaitra 
end 2074. The reconstruction in Pikhel and Duwakot are still at slow pace with beneficiaries 
receiving 1st tranche, whereas in Pokhrel Gaun where almost all the houses were destroyed, 
about 90% of the beneficiaries have started reconstructed and have inspection conducted for 
2nd and 3rd tranches. This type of community oriented towards reconstruction is an example in 
Changunarayan Municipality.

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Challenges and Way Forward 
Challenge Way Forward 

Majority of elected ward representatives in 
Dakshinkali Municipality has a version that actual 
beneficiaries haven’t received 1st tranche. If this type 
of case perpetuates, then reconstruction efforts and 
targets of many agencies is questionable.  

 Placement of elected representatives on board 
should review this type of issue to facilitate 
beneficiaries of their wards who have yet not taken 
1st tranche. Elected bodies should coordinate with 
DCC so that DCC will do the data verification of 
beneficiaries’ along with review of housing 
agreement. If needed, NRA Kathmandu can again 
conduct the survey for beneficiaries in question. 
 

 NRA Kathmandu should mobilize engineers in field 
frequently to collect such types of cases that is 
delaying the reconstruction rates.  

Beneficiaries has been facing difficulties in acquiring 
building permit in special types of traditional 
settlements such as Guthi land, whereby depriving 
large number of such land-type users away from 
permanent shelters.  

 To solve issues of Guthi land, beneficiaries should 
take this issue to concerned District Guthi 
Corporation Office for reference letter addressed to 
the concerned municipality for providing the 
building permit.  Further, in special kinds of land 
types that are causing troubles for beneficiaries to 
reconstruct houses, request should be taken to 
people’s representatives of municipalities as all 
concerned agencies should play role in moving the 
beneficiaries to permanent shelters.
